Earth s richly supplied with different types of living organisms which co-exist in their
environments, forming complex, interrelated communitie. Living organisms depend on one another
for nutients, shelter, and other benefis. The extinction of one species can set off a chain reaction
that affects many other species, particularly if the loss occurs near the bottom of the food chain. For
example,the extinction of a particular insect or plant might seem inconsequential. However, there
may be fish or small animals that depend on that resource for foodstuffs.

As aresult societies have difficult choices o make about the amount of effortand money they
are willing 10 spend (0 save imperiled species. Will people accept limits on their property rights,
recreational activities, and means of livelihood (0 save a plant or an animal? Should saving such
popular species as whales and dolphins take priority over saving obscure, annoying, or fearful
species? Is it the responsibility of humans to save every kind of lfe form from disappearing. or is
extintion an inevitable part of nature, in which the strong survive and the weak perish? These arc
some difficult questions that peaple face as they ponder the fate of oher species living on this planet.
