The search for missing soldiers and years of hard work made her fecble physically. In
1869, her doctors recommended 2 trip to Europe for a rest. While she was on vacation, she
became involved with the Intemational Red Cross, an organization set up by the Geneva,
Convention in 1864, Clara Barton realized that the red Cross would be a big help o the
United States. After she retumed 10 the United Stats, she worked very hard to create an
American red Cross. She talked (o government leaders and let American people know about
the Red Cross. In 1381, the Notionl Society of the Red Cross was finally established with ts
headquartersin Washington, D.C. Clara Barton managed its activities for 23 years.

Barton never let her age stop her from helping people. At the age of 79, she helped
flood vietims in Galveston, Texas. Barton finally resigned from the Red Cross in 1904, She
was 92 years old and had truly camed her titled “The Angel of the Battlefield".
