A survey is a study, generally in the form of an interview or a questionnaire, which provides
information concerning how people think and act. In the United States, the best-known surveys are the
Gallup poll and the Harris poll. As anyone who watches the news during presidential campaigns knows,
these polls have become an important part of political life in the United States.

North Americans are familiar with the many "person on the street” interviews on local television
news shows. While such interviews can be highly entertaining, they are not necessarily an accurate
indication of public opinion.

Even questions that
are less structured must be carefully phrased in order to elicit the type of information desired. Surveys
can be indispensable sources of information, but only if the sampling is done properly and the questions
are worded accurately.

There are two main forms of surveys: the interview and the questionnaire. Each of these forms of
survey research has its advantages. An interviewer can obtain a high response rate because people find it
more_difficult to turn down a personal request for an interview than to throw away a written
questionnaire. In addition, an interviewer can go beyond written questions and probe for a subject's
underlying feelings and reasons. However, questionnaires have the advantage of being cheaper and more
consistent,

Scientists say the rapid growth of emissions is warming the Earth and putting human welfare at
long-term risk. But their increasingly urgent pleas that society find a way to limit emissions have met
sharp political resistance in many countries because doing so would involve higher energy costs.

The new figures show a continuation of a trend in which developing countries have surpassed the
wealthy countries in their overall greenhouse emissions. In 2010, the burning of fossil fuels and the
production of cement sent more than nine billion tons of carbon into the atmosphere, the new analysis
found, with 57 percent of that coming from developing countries.

On the surface, the figures of recent years suggest that wealthy countries have made headway in
stabilizing their emissions. But Dr. Peters pointed out that, in a sense, the rich countries have simply
exported some of them.

The fast rise in developing countries has been caused to a large extent by the growth of energy-
intensive manufacturing industries that make goods that rich countries import. “All that has changed is
the location in which the emissions are being produced.” Dr. Peters said.

Many countries, as part of their response to the economic crisis, invested billions in programs
designed to make their energy systems greener. While it is possible, the new numbers suggest they have
had litle effect so far.
