Newspapers can be lraced back {0 16 century Venice. In 1566, handwiton nows sheots - called ‘avis”or
“gazetto’ - filed with information on wars and pollics in Europe were distribuled weekly in Venice. Simiar news
sheets soon stared (o appear in other European countries, By 1615, Gemnany and Austria were publishing
weeklies. And in 1621, the first news sheets appeared n England.

AL fist, these news sheels only prinied news which came from outside the country in which they were
printed. Discussion of local or national ssues was avoided. Europe's govemments did no tolerate anything
hegalive being said about them as tcould lead to aional unrost

Such censorship slowed the development of newspapers. Neveriheless, a belif n the importance of a
‘ree press' slowly bogan to take hold in Europe. England was among the frt counties (o escape government
conirol o the press. This ocured during the regn of King Charfes /i the 17" century, when, during a period of
breakdown n he king's authoriy. people began (o pubish wha they wanted.

Eventually, freo press had the rght o crilcize government and voice other ideas freely. I the middle of
the 18 century, Sweden became the st country to make press freedom a partof s law.

In the 19° cenlury, the newspaper industry was transfomed by the invention of the tolegraph. The
telegraph was a communicaton system that allowed messages [0 be sent over long distances in a matier of
minutes. i wasn' long before newspapers became Sociely’s primary means of spreading and receiving
information. In 1880, the first photographs appearad in newspapers and, by the end of the century,al the basic
{echnical ool for the modem newspaper were n place.

“The story of newspapers in he 20° century was one of adaptaton to changing consumer and media
markets. The invention o radio, TV, and later he Internet, repeatedly drove newspapers [0 reinvent themselves
Also, during the 20° century, mass-market adverlsing increased profiabiiy for newspapers. Thi atiacted large,
publicy-owned corporalions Who began buying newspapers from the descendants of company founders.

Over the years, people have periodicaly predicted the extincton of newspapers. I fact, overy tme a now
media has come into being, die predictions have been made for exiting forms (.5, elevison was supposed (o
have replaced radio, radio Was supposed o have replaced newspapers). Yet istory has repeatedly shown that
new media do no replace existing media. nstead, wha happen s that media consumpton grows, which creates
the necessary space for the new media to become a partof the media landscape.

Accoring to the World Association of Newspapers (WAN), each day more than 1.5 billon people around
he world read a newspaper. The WAN has also estimated the total annual worth of the global newspaper industry
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and put it at just under 180 billion USD. Such statstics suggest the newspaper industry is healther than at any
other time inifs istory. Indeed, f the industry proves iself as capable of adapling to change as it has done in the.
past, it s unikely that newspapers will be disappearing from newsstands anytime soon.
